Recommended Research Path
1.  Fill out your Keyword Search Plan by dividing your main topic into subtopics and brainstorming synonyms for each.  Consult sites like Wikipedia for help in coming up with a wide variety of search terms.  Keep this with you throughout the research process and add new terms as you find them.
2. Go to the library web page on the school website by going to “Staff and Students” and choosing “Library”
3. Search our school library catalog for books you can use – be sure to record the title, author AND CALL NUMBER!
4. Search the public library catalog for books – record title, author AND CALL NUMBER!
5. Go to www.infohio.org and search the EBSCO databases for articles.  Save the ones you may want to use in a folder, and for those you definitely plan to use, email to stockwell@cory-rawson.org or leea@cory-rawson.org for printing. To access Infohio from home, use this information:
Username – coryrawson
Password - hornets
6. Perform a Google search on your topic, but be sure to apply the CRAAP Test to any sites you want to use, and do NOT cite from Wikipedia!
7. [bookmark: _GoBack]After you have acquired your sources, record them on your source cards and take notes on them.
